From Your Interim Pastor

After the brutal execution of Jesus by crucifixion, his disciples were
filled with grief and thought that the “good old days” with Jesus were
gone forever. However, after weeks of hiding, on the day of Pentecost
they had such a powerful experience of the Holy Spirit that they had to go
out into the street and share their love, peace and joy with anyone who
would listen. When Peter noticed some people were scoffing, he spoke out
boldly, alluding to the message of the Prophet Joel, saying,

In the last days it will be, God declares, that I will pour out my Spirit
upon all people, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and
your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams.
Even upon my servants, both men and women, in those days I will pour
out my Spirit; and they shall prophesy. (Acts 2:17-18)

Here we are 2,000 years later. We were not present to witness the
arrest and execution of Jesus, but we, the believers of Old Stone Church,
see more and more people passing us by. Some of them are scofters, but
many of them simply think the church is irrelevant and not worth their
time and interest. However, it does us no good to lament the loss of the
“good old days” when more people filled our sanctuary.

Instead, take a closer look at Peter’s declaration. God has promised to
pour out the Holy Spirit into the hearts and minds of all people (who will
lzsten). 1t we fail to seek the guidance of the Holy Spirit, we may well be
living in the last days (years) of Old Stone Church.

Peter tells us that the Holy Spirit’s work is to inspire and empower us.
He says that our sons and daughters along with our elders will see
visions, dream dreams and prophesy. Visions, dreams and prophecy are
not about going back to the past, but rather leading us into a future full of
hope. Well, where are our sons and daughters in our visioning and
dreaming? Do the whispers and nudges of the Holy Spirit challenge us to
pursue that important question?

Remember, God loves us all absolutely, unconditionally and eternally!
